	Stories from a cell phone: the dance



	One liner:
	Follow a sequence of phone conversations about going to a dance.



	Concept:
	Following a series of phone calls – the only screen time is while a call is occurring (there is no non-phone call time).  The first call is placed at the open and when answered, the screen is split screen - left for caller, right for the person called.



	Assumptions:
	· Lighting:
normal looking lighting – but enhanced for good video quality

· Audio:
Assembled in 5.1 audio.  



Left front - 
is the high quality audio from the left shot.



Left rear -
is processed audio from the right shot (like a phone).



Right front - 
is the high quality audio from the right shot.



Right rear - 
is processed audio from the left shot (like a phone).



Center, subw - 
mixed, possibly music, beat or effects, ringing

· Aspect R:
The piece will be filmed in 16:9 aspect ratio.

· Makeup:
possibly some

· Costume:
normal clothes

· Camera:
Dual camera shooting – one camera on each phone during a call.



Cell phone 
shot with camera on steadicam.



Cordless phone
shot with camera on tripods that pan/zoom.



Wired phone
shot with camera on static tripods.

Hopefully get RMHS drama department in return for copies of piece

· Crew:
Jon, friends…

	Video sequence:
	1. girl calls boy – talking about prom

2. boy calls boy2 – will girl go if I ask?

3. boy2 calls girl2 – will girl go if boy asks?

4. girl2 calls girl – I think boy is going to ask

5. girl calls girl3 – “I think he’s going…”; “could do better…”

6. girl3 calls girl2 – “someone else is going to ask her”

7. girl2 calls boy2 – “he had better ask her”

8. boy2 calls boy – “you had better get moving”; 

9. boy calls girl – [and they have essentially the same conversation]

10. credits – [with still photos from dance]
