Talking Points for Give Next Video
Making A Difference

· Give Next provides students with opportunities to understand their role in addressing community and social issues

· Students learn and understand that their actions can have an impact towards the issues they care about

· Students learn they can make a difference in a variety of ways, including time (volunteering), talent (skills they posses), and treasure (money)

Nonprofits

· Students in the Give Next program learn about the nonprofit business sector and the role of nonprofits in serving society

· Students see that there are diverse issues nonprofits address

· Students see that nonprofits are more than groups just out trying to do good things, but that they also have to make strategic business decisions and raise revenue to do their work

Critical Thinking

· One outcome of the Give Next program is to have the students develop and practice their critical thinking skills

· Students are led through a process of inquiry, analysis and reflection as they work to address complex social issues

· Students learn to make difficult decisions around awarding grants and are encouraged to use their own set of review criteria to make the decisions
Community Involvement

· As an experiential education program, Give Next allows students to put what they are learning in the classroom into practice through their community involvement

· Give Next provides students with opportunities to get involved in their community in meaningful ways

· The Give Next program also makes nonprofit leaders recognize the role young people can serve at their organization and in the community

· Give Next helps to channel the students’ energy, passion and creativity into productive activities

· Students have Fun and feel valued when they are involved in their community

Developing Leadership

      Students participating in the Give Next program:

· Develop leadership skills by working closely with their peers and adults to make important decisions

· Practice being young leaders in their schools and in the community

· Are empowered to voice their ideas and have ownership in the entire Give Next process, including some students serving as their class ambassadors for the program

Next Generation

· Counter to what some stereotypes may imply, the current generation of youth are greatly concerned and passionate about issues in the world around them, and want to make a difference.

· Give Next is helping to direct their energy and idealism into developing the next generation of philanthropists and community leaders

· Give Next teaches youth that anybody can be involved in philanthropy

· Give Next shows youth that philanthropy not only requires financial resources, but also the investment of time and deliberate thought by people who want to make a difference
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
